He’s been gone for
more than 20 years. AIM AIR has asked us to move from Nairobi, Kenya to Entebbe, Uganda in January
2008. We will begin to operate a Cessna Grand Caravan airplane there in support of AIM missionaries,
other missionaries and church workers. There is a growing need for support of missions and the church
from this location, especially as the uneasy but improving peace in eastern Congo, southern Sudan and
northern Uganda has re-opened these areas to mission work. The airplane has already been re-positioned to
Entebbe and Linnie has been traveling to Uganda to begin to fly and to do all the things needed as well to
properly establish this new operation. Loretta is very sad to leave her precious little first graders at West
Nairobi School. We will move on 24 January to our new “home away from home.”

As we were talking about
things that we want, she said, “I want Jesus in my heart.”

We celebrated Thanksgiving with the Kindergarten class.
